week. He's found that he’s not effectively able to manage the
technology needs and worship at the same time. Since it looks like
we won't be returning to in-person worship anytime in the
immediate future, we need to create a more effective and

sustainable worship team. So, we are looking for help. We need m
the following positions filled by qualified volunteers:

. Livestream Producers — We need two or three people who are capable of
managing our livestream productions on Sunday mornings. These people need to be
comfortable with computers, have some understanding of Zoom or hosting video
conferencing meetings, have some minor experience working with websites, and be
capable of troubleshooting problems on the fly (or at least be quick learners on all
these items). This role would require a few hours of prep time throughout the week and
two hours on Sunday morning (before and during worship). Ideally, we would have
more than one person so they could rotate weekly, allowing everyone some weeks to
enjoy worship.

+ Video/Graphic Creators — \We need one or two people capable of creating videos
or slideshows for our worship services. Those interested need to have basic
understanding of video editing, or PowerPoint slideshow production and have access to
their own computer. This may or may not be needed every week. We will discover this
as this process evolves. These individuals should be responsible and able to work
effectively with deadlines. The number of hours each week would depend on how
involved the projects undertaken become and how much time our creators have to
give.
